(a) What is the most likely diagnois? (3m)

(b) Explain why the patient vomited blood. (7m)

(c) What would be the expected abnormalities in the liver function? Explain these abnormalities by correlating with the pathological findings in the affected organ system. (10m)

2. A 70 year old man consulted a G.P for a complaint of fresh passage of blood per rectum during defaecation.

(a) List the important and relevant questions that the G.P must ask the patient concerning his presenting problem. (5m)

(b) Give 3 important differential diagnoses that must be considered in this age group. (3m)

(c) Choose one of your differential diagnoses. Describe the gross and microscopic features of the condition. What is/are the likely clinical outcome/s? (12m)

3. A 70 year old heavy smoker complained of chronic cough and breathlessness.

(a) What are the possible differential diagnoses? (5m)

(b) Further questioning revealed productive cough with copious foul-smelling sputum. What is the most likely condition of the patient? (2m)

(c) Briefly describe the pathogenesis of this condition. List the possible complications. (13m)
